This week, our Class Leaders are being confirmed,
and we will acknowledge them at next week's assembly. Additionally, our Class Leaders will have the
exciting opportunity to attend the upcoming Papamoa Leadership Camp and collaborate with the Taupo
Nui-a-Tia College Year 12 PE students on March 20-21. At TIS, we believe in fostering young leaders, and
in the coming weeks, we will continue to expand our leadership team by selecting our Sports Leaders,
School Librarians, and School IT Leaders.
